Q: I was wondering if it would be possible to conduct a first flight at the competition on Friday afternoon as it may not be possible to test our competition plane before it must be shipped.
A: We are planning to have the field available for flight tests or required first flights on Friday from 3:00-5:00.
Q: We were wondering if it is possible to change propellers within the scope of a single mission attempt.  For example, would it be permissible to fly the first three labs of the incremental payload mission with one propeller and then change to a larger diameter propeller for the final lap?  Nothing else about the set-up of the plane would be changed.
A: No.  You may not change propellers during a single mission.  “If” a propeller is damaged during a landing accident you may replace the propeller with a comparable one as determined by the flight line judge.
Q: Will I need to email you our team’s proof-of-flight photo and pilot/observer/ground crew information prior to competition or should I just do those in person on Friday, the first day of competition?
A: No.  Bring the proof of first flight with you to show to the judges during the tech inspection.  If your first flight proof is a video be sure you have a means to display it with you as the judges will not provide any video players or computers to view a video.
