Q: Does the payload need to be mechanically secured or is a magnetic method acceptable?

A: Magnets are not a mechanical fastener and are not acceptable.
Q: I had a couple of questions regarding the flight path for the competition:  How are the pylons going to be set up for the flight pattern?  Is there going to be one at each end to fly a half circle around or is there going to be two pylons on each corner of each half circle on the ends to circle around?  Also what is the min and max diameter needed to complete the 360 degree turn, will there be pylons for that too or will it be up to the pilot to determine how big it should be?

A: There are no pylons.  An official will raise a “flag” when the aircraft passes the end of the straight section of the course.  The pilot may begin his turn once the flag is raised, and may use any turn radius desired.  When the aircraft again passes the official to begin the straight section of the course in the opposite direction he will lower the flag.
Q: Can we print the title page on the front cover and the last page on the inner side of the back cover?

A: Yes.  A separate cover page is not a requirement.
