Last Minute Updates:

Facilities:  We will have one (1) 3 ft x 6 ft table in the team tent area for each team.  We will have additional tables in the battery charging area.
Food: We have a caterer on site Fri, Sat & Sun that specializes in BBQ but will be there all day to include breakfast, grill items, snacks and drinks. On Sat & Sun lunch for students will be hosted by Raytheon (they will provide lunch tickets to all student competitors at no cost to the students).  Additionally, complementary water, and sunscreen, will also be available across the site.

For others, a lunch plate is $7 and includes a meat dish, two side dishes and a drink.
Q: Concerning the deployment and reconfiguration missions, do the fuses need to be plugged in and do the electronics have to be turned on during the timed portion of the mission? Or after the deployment/reconfiguration, untimed, can those be turned on as long as all wires were connected during the timed portion? The rules are unclear as they state that untimed the systems will be verified.
A: Teams will verify the control functions, then remove the propulsion fuse prior to starting the timed task.  After the end of the timed task portion, the propulsion fuse will be reinstalled to verify the post-task control functions.

Q: There is no uploaded RAC sheet. Is there not one for this year or is should we reuse the one for last year?

A: The rules for this year do not specify/require a signed RAC sheet.  The RAC will be determined during the tech inspection.
